Education Officer: An expression of interest was received from Mr Simon Trotter.

Mr Simon Trotter was appointed Education Officer for 2006-07.

5. Consider QMAC Application for Heavy Model Inspector.

QMAC submitted an application for Mr Fred Lambert to become an MAAA Heavy Model Inspector. Copies of the application were submitted to interested members and reviewed.
