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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Wednesday 2nd May 2007

Apologies were received from: Dane Fatouros (Immediate Past President), Simon Denby (Publicity Officer), Kent Jorgensen (Treasurer), Fred Lambert (Safety Officer, CFI and QMAC Delegate), Doug Williams (Web Master), Graham Parkins (BMAC Delegate),
The President proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. Read and discuss Minutes of the last Committee Meeting.

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) read the minutes and this item was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Anthony Robinson (NFSC Delegate) Carried.

2. President’s Report.

The President reported that he had met with Paul Sanders at Pine Island together with an ACT Parks Ranger, regarding the establishment of a dedicated helicopter flying field, adjacent to the Archery Field. The Ranger was positive about the suggestion and also suggested an alternate site at Stromlo which still needs to be looked at. The Ranger also needs to put the proposal to his superior for approval.
It was Moved: Trevor Dalziell (CMAC Delegate) and Seconded: David Millar (CMAC Delegate), that once approval in principle is given, then the proposed area be inspected by Fred Lambert (ACTAA Safety Officer) to ensure it can conform to relevant MAAA safety requirements. Carried.

3. Secretary’s Report.

Ken McDonald reported that most correspondence had been forwarded by email to all Clubs, the ACTAA Committee and Club Delegates. The exceptions were that an email had been received from MASNSW re their approval for the proposed Lake George Soaring League to affiliate with ACTAA and nominations for the position of MAAA Secretary had also been received.

4. Treasurers Report

In the absence of Kent Jorgensen (ACTAA Treasurer), Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) read the Treasurers Report which stated that in his opinion the ACTAA remained in a sound financial position with sufficient funds available to cover expected expenses during the remainder of the financial year.

A new account for the ACTAA has been established at the St George Bank. Once the cheque book and internet banking has been provided by the Bank, then the funds currently in the Commonwealth Bank will be transferred and an investment account will also be established at St George Bank. The Treasurer expects this to occur within the next two to four weeks.

5. Safety Officer’s Report.

In the absence of Fred Lambert (ACTAA Safety Officer) Ken McDonald reported that there had been no incidents since our last meeting. 

6. CFI’s Report

In the absence of Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI) Ken McDonald said that Fred was waiting to hear from YMAC re the running of an instructors course.

7. Consider induction of Lake George Soaring League into the ACTAA.
After a brief discussion this item was put to a vote and approved by a two thirds majority of  Clubs.
The committee added a proviso that acceptance is conditional on all aspects of MAAA safety requirements being approved by the ACTAA Safety Officer. Moved: John Frost (QMAC Delegate) and Seconded: Simon Trotter (YMAC Delegate). Carried.

8. Consider ACTAA voting position re the MAAA Council Conference Agenda.
After some discussion, it was agreed that apart from some minor issues noted by the Secretary, that the ACTAA Delegates to the conference be allowed to determine the ACTAA position on all issues at the conference.
Action: ACTAA President and ACTAA Secretary.

9. Consider ACTAA Hosting Nationals in conjunction with MAS NSW

After some discussion it was agreed that ACTAA has insufficient support to warrant holding the Nationals in conjunction with MASNSW and that this be reported to MASNSW at the forthcoming MAAA Council Conference.  This item was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Anthony Robinson (NSFC Delegate). Carried.
