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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Tuesday 17th January 2006

1. Read and discuss Minutes of the last Committee Meeting.

5. CFI’s Report

Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI) said that BMAC now has 8 new instructors and a further 6 have applied from NSFC with a possible 5 more from GMSF.

6. Discussion re legality of ACTAA Constitution.

It was brought to the Committee’s attention by Ray Botten (CMAC Delegate) that none of the amendments to the ACTAA Constitution, since the original in 1993, had been registered with the ACT Registrar General.

Ken McDonald advised that on advice from the Associations Section of the Registrar General’s Department, all that is necessary to correct the situation, is for the ACTAA Committee to submit the latest version of the ACTAA Constitution and By-Laws, together with a Form A8 and the Application Fee of $55.00.

It was Moved Dane Fatouros and Seconded Graham Parkins (BMAC Delegate) that the latest version (including amendments approved at both tonight’s EGM and at Item 7 below) be registered as soon as possible. Carried.

10. General Discussion. For Delegates to put forward any other issues your Clubs want to raise.
a) Peter van de Waterbeemd (CMAC Delegate) raised the issue of the incorrect voting procedure at the last ACTAA Committee Meeting and how that impacted upon certain items of expenditure which, had the correct voting procedure been followed would not have been approved. Dane Fatouros agreed and gave his assurance that as soon as the Committee were made aware or the error by Ray Botten (CMAC Delegate), every effort was made to correct the situation. However the items in question had already been purchased.
b) Greg Lance asked if it was a good idea for the ACTAA to hold Committee Meetings at Affiliated Clubs. He felt that most Delegates would not travel and it may be a waste of time. Dane Fatouros said that some visits to Affiliated Clubs may not warrant holding an ACTAA Committee Meeting and those visits would be more of a PR exercise. However if an ACTAA Committee Meeting Agenda was notified to Delegates then the Meeting would convene providing there was a quorum.
