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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Sunday 21st May 2006

Held at YMAC, was opened by the President Dane Fatouros at 10:42 AM.

ATTENDANCE:

The President welcomed everyone and thanked YMAC for their invitation and proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. Read and discuss Minutes of the last Committee Meeting.

Following a brief discussion, this item was Moved: Ken McDonald, Seconded: John Frost (QMAC Delegate) Carried.

Matters arising from the previous minutes:

The Sec/Treas. mentioned that he had received a cheque from MAAA reimbursing ACTAA for the delegates air fares to the MAAA Council Conference.

The Sec/Treas. mentioned that he had received notification from Vic Jones (CMAC Secretary) regarding CMAC’s acceptance of David Roberts as a Club endorsed instructor.

2. President’s Report.

Dane Fatouros (ACTAA President) advised that as of Friday 19th May 2006, transfer of the ACTAA web site to Solutions Global had been completed and is functioning perfectly.

The President then advised that since David Haycraft no longer wished to be the ACTAA Web Master, Doug Williams (QMAC) is the only member to put his hand up to take over from him, with control over design and layout and updating the ACTAA web site with content approved by the ACTAA Committee. It was Moved: Dane Fatouros and Seconded: Simon Trotter (BMAC Delegate) that Doug Williams become the ACTAA Web Master Carried.
3. Secretary/Treasurer’s Report.

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary/Treasurer) presented detailed accounts of Income and Expenses to date and this item was Moved: James Wenn (QMAC Delegate) and Seconded: Dane Fatouros Carried.

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary/Treasurer) then asked that a list of proposed expenses be approved for payment and this item was Moved: Simon Pentland (YMAC Delegate) and Seconded Simon Trotter (BMAC Delegate), Carried.

4. Safety Officer’s Report.

Fred Lambert (ACTAA Safety Officer) reported that there were no safety issues to report.

5. CFI’s Report

Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI) said the next course is at Goulburn today following this meeting with 4 or 5 participants.

6. ACTAA Constitution Sub Committee Report

The Sub Committee’s proposed amendments to the constitution were tabled and after much lively discussion the committee agreed that the Sub Committee had exceeded its brief in changing the structure of the constitution (particularly in regards to the make up of the ACTAA Committee and in relation to Clause 8 (a) (1)) and also had not fully complied with the Registrar General’s requirements. An alternative draft constitution prepared by the Sec/Treas was also tabled.

It was Moved: Dane Fatouros and Seconded: Simon Trotter (BMAC Delegate) that both proposed amended constitutions be sent back to the Sub Committee for further review to comply with the original brief and that all proposed changes be highlighted in such a manner so as to make them easy to discern. It was also felt that if changes to the ACTAA Committee were restricted to removing the Past President and the Public Relations Officer from the Office Bearers that this would have far more likelihood of being accepted by the Affiliated Bodies. 7. MAAA Council Conference – ACTAA Voting Requirements.
The agenda items were discussed and notes taken by the attending delegates as to the wishes expressed by the ACTAA on how to vote at the MAAA Council Conference next weekend in Darwin. It was also noted that John Armarego (NSFC Delegate) be put forward as the ACTAA Sub Committee member on both the MAAA Indoor and Gas Turbine Sub Committees. It was Moved: Brian Tracey (CMAC Delegate) and Seconded: Simon Pentland (YMAC Delegate) that on all other items not discussed, that the ACTAA Delegates to the Conference be allowed to vote as they desired. Carried.

8. General Discussion. For delegates to put forward other items your Club’s want to raise.

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Sec/Treas) mentioned that since David Roberts had withdrawn as the ACTAA Education Officer that Ian Bardsley (QMAC) has nominated to take over this role. It was Moved: James Wenn (QMAC Delegate) and Seconded: Simon Trotter (BMAC Delegate) that Ian Bardsley be appointed as ACTAA Education Officer. Carried.

Simon Pentland (YMAC Delegate) requested an ACTAA loan for YMAC to purchase a Silvertone Frequency Board. Simon was asked to ascertain the cost of the board with YMAC to pay half of the cost and ACTAA to loan the remainder. A provisional amount of $200.00 of ACTAA funds was approved. Moved: Fred Lambert and Seconded: James Wenn (QMAC Delegate) Carried.
