General Business

7. Promotion of the Hobby – ACTAA has a constitutional mandate  to promote Aero modelling in the ACTAA a discussion ensued how be this could be best achieved. The following points were raised although no actions, motions or conclusions offered. 
a. Advertising. Such as newspaper, magazine, websites to promote clubs open days and have go days
b. Attempt to attract non-member park fliers as they are already interested in aeromodelling and have some flying experience. Also there is some concern that some of these hobbyist have the potential to damage the reputation of the sport especially in regard to safely with faster and heavier aircraft marketed as “parkfliers”.
c. Displays - at hobby and sporting exhibitions and school groups
d. Problems – If successful with the above can clubs cope with or want an influx of new members. Potential aero modellers look for clubs to join would promotional activities help 
8. 30 meter rule clarification There was some discussion about this rule from the chair and from floor. As there often is at club level about this subject. It is generally considered an import rule in the interest of member and visitor safety. Although certain words (in blue) could be interpreted as potential loop holes. The spirit of the rule is the important attribute to be determined.
The following is an extract from the relevant MAAA procedures MOP014.
MOP014 extract: 

Someone who is operating a model aircraft, must normally ensure that, while the model aircraft is IN FLIGHT, or is LANDING or TAKING OFF, it stays at least 30 metres horizontally away from, and at any height vertically above, any person or occupied building/vehicle, not directly associated with the operation of model aircraft. 

This requirement is not contravened if: 

(i) people are behind the model aircraft while it is taking off.  

(ii) the model aircraft is flown in a competition within 30 metres of someone 

who is judging the competition.  

(iii) the model aircraft is flown within 30 metres of pilots and their assistants 

operating other aircraft, Flight Line Directors, Safety Officers, Instructors, 

and similar people who are directly involved with the operation of model 

aircraft at the time.  In addition these may include pilots and their assistants 

with aircraft in the “pits” provided that this area is not accessible by the 

public.  Wherever possible the pits shall be located outside the 30 metre 

limit or if this is not possible as near to 30 metres as can be reasonably 

achieved.  

This last line is the most contentious and open to interpretation. The word “possible” rather than “reasonable” implies that if you need to the move car park, visitor area, flight line, pits or club house the members should do so unless geography or tenure prevents it. If requested I (Geoff) will ask MAAA to clarify if there is a concern over a particular field.
9. Indoor flying  At Graham Parkins suggestion,  Paul Sanders(NSFC) gave an excellent report on the current status of indoor flying in the ACT. Indoor is flown in the evening at the Southern Cross club Basket Ball court in Tuggeranong. Jan Rumford (Nitrodude) is one of the driving forces behind the organisation. The Club is a branch of the Namadgi MAC and complies with relevant MAAA indoor rules and membership etc. About 30 or members regularly fly their small craft including internet purchased cheap aircraft, expertly crafted scale, aerobatic depron an mini heli. Fun is the overriding purpose and rules are kept to safe minimum.
The President closed the meeting at 8:55pm
The next ACTAA Committee Meeting is scheduled for 2nd March 2011 
NB this meeting will be a single agenda meeting and will be for the soul purpose of organising the 3rd ACTAA Scale rally all ACTAA members welcome but if not necessary if you are not involved with the event. Others that are also involved with the organisation this 3rd ACTAA rally are also encouraged to attend.
