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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Wednesday 6th December 2006

Held at the Canberra Services Club, was opened by the President Ray Botten at 7:45 PM.

The President proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. Read and discuss Minutes of the last Committee Meeting.

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) read the minutes and this item was Moved: Anthony Robinson (NFSC Delegate) and Seconded: Greg Lance Carried.

2. President’s Report.

Ray Botten (ACTAA President) reported that he had visited and flown at QMAC since the last ACTAA Meeting. He had also attended an NSFC meeting at Kent Jorgensen’s home together with Ken McDonald and Fred Lambert at which The ACTAA Executive informed NSFC Members of their respective roles within the ACTAA.

3. Secretary’s Report.

Ken McDonald reported that all correspondence had been forwarded by email to all Clubs, the ACTAA Committee and Club Delegates.
Ken McDonald then asked that an expense item of $118.00 for Doug Williams (BMAC Delegate) who paid MD Web Hosting, by credit card, for hosting the ACTAA web site for 12 months, after the previous hosting service went broke and closed down. This item was Moved: Ray Botten and Seconded: Fred Lambert Carried.

4. Treasurers Report

Kent Jorgensen (ACTAA Treasurer) tabled his statement of the ACTAA financial position and said he believed that with past expenses taken into account the ACTAA was running at break-even at the present time. Kent also said that he was investigating avenues where we may be able to save reasonable amounts (such as changing our banking arrangements to a cheaper alternative) and that he would investigate further and report at the next meeting

5. Safety Officer’s Report.

Fred Lambert (ACTAA Safety Officer) reported that there had been an incident at QMAC, where an out of control model bounced on the runway and then struck another member, standing on the flight line, in the lower left leg causing minor lacerations. No claims are expected from this incident; however, the Incident Report Forms were handed to the Secretary to keep on file against any possible further action. 

6. CFI’s Report

Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI) said the instructor’s course held at NSFC was well received and 5 Members gained instructor’s ratings.

Fred also mentioned that new wings were now available for “G” Glider and “H” Helicopter ratings and gave the Secretary a list of supplies to obtain from MAAA for distribution to the Clubs CFI’s.

7. Consider ACTAA $150 sponsorship Grants to small Clubs for events, where the small Club’s contributions to the ACTAA are less than the sponsorship Grant.

After some discussion, a motion was put that “the ACTAA would asses all future applications for event grants on their merits”. This item was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Kent Jorgensen. Carried.
8. Consider Submission to MAAA for ACTAA Holding 2007 MAAA Council Conference.
Ray Botten advised that he had received verbal advice from Garden City Motel that they could provide a suitable venue for the conference for approx. $10,500 all-up.

Anthony Robinson (NSFC Delegate) will also obtain another quote from a different venue and report back at the next meeting.

Quotes will need to be in writing (with brochures etc, if possible) for submission at MAAA Council Conference in May next year.

Action: ACTAA President and Anthony Robinson (NSFC Delegate).

9. Consider Submission to MAAA for ACTAA Holding 2008 Nationals in conjunction with MAS NSW.

After some discussion it was thought that timing was too tight for ACTAA to consider holding the Nationals in 2008 in conjunction with MAS NSW. This item was Moved: Ray Botten and Seconded: Graham Parkins (BMAC Delegate). Carried.

The Secretary was tasked to advise MAAA and MAS NSW of this decision.
Action: ACTAA Secretary.

It was further agreed that in preparation for ACTAA holding the Nationals at a later date that all Clubs consider the suitability of their fields to host various events and report back to the President prior to our next meeting. The President will coordinate this activity.

Action: ACTAA President.
