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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Wednesday 12th May 2010

The President proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. Read and discuss minutes of last Committee Meeting.
The minutes of the last Committee Meeting were read by the Secretary, Ken McDonald. It was Moved: Graham Parkins and Seconded: Max Rixon (BMAC Delegate), that the minutes be accepted. Carried.

2. President’s Report.
The President, Anthony Robinson, reported that the ACTAA Scale Rally was reasonably successful and that he would also be attending the YMAC Old Timers event on 16th May. Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Anthony Robinson, that the President’s report be accepted. Carried.
3. Secretary’s Report.

The Secretary, Ken McDonald, reported that all correspondence received had been forwarded by email to the Committee and Delegates. It was Moved: Steve Grzeskowiak (CMAC Delegate) and Seconded: Greg Lance, that the Secretary’s report be accepted. Carried.

4. Treasurer’s Report.
The Treasurer, Greg Lance, presented his report, which stated that:

Income was $22,540.21
Expenses were $21,205.22
Net profit to date is $1,334.99
Total Equity Including Term Deposit of $8533.26 is $10,250.94
ACTAA remains in a sound financial position and is able to meet its financial commitments when they fall due.

It was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Anthony Robinson that the Treasurer’s report be accepted. Carried.
5. Safety Officer’s Report.
Greg Lance reported that the only issue he was aware of was the ‘balloon incident’ at CMAC. Ken McDonald reported that an email had been received from the MAAA Secretary, stating that everything was satisfactory and the actions taken by CMAC should result in a ‘Close Out’.

It was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Graham Parkinson that the Safety Officer’s report be accepted. Carried.
6. CFI’s Report.
Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI) apologised for his non-attendance. It was noted that an Instructor’s Course had been held at CMAC at which 3 new instructors were appointed. 
7. Consider the results of the recent ACTAA Scale Rally and the timing of the next event.
After some discussion, it was agreed that all things considered, the event at CMAC had been a success. It was then requested by BMAC Delegates that the next event be held at BMAC in late October, early November (date to be advised).

8. Consider allowing the ACTAA Delegates to the upcoming MAAA Council Conference to vote on all agenda items according to conscience after considering debate from other states.

It was unanimously agreed that this should apply.

9. General discussion.

a) The secretary, Ken McDonald, stated that he had received requests for $150.00 ACTAA subsidies from NSFC for their Military Day, YMAC for their Old Timers event, QMAC for the Millennium Cup and CMAC for their Scale Day. Approved unanimously.
