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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Wednesday 14th May 2008

1. Read and discuss minutes of last Committee Meeting

It was mentioned that all clubs need to do regular Risk Assessments as per MAAA MOP022. After reviewing the MOP (after the meeting) it was found that it is not a mandatory requirement, as first thought, unless directed by the State body or the MAAA (particularly after receiving an Incident Report). However it is recommended that all clubs conduct a risk assessment in accordance with the MOP on a regular basis.

6. CFI’s Report.

Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI) had nothing to report.

7. Consider progress of ACTAA flight instruction curriculum by Sub-Committee.
After some discussion, it was apparent that due to a number of factors, mainly work commitments, that not much progress has been made. This item is ongoing.
