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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Wednesday 16th June 2010

Apologies: Apologies were received from Fred Lambert (QMAC Delegate and CFI), Max Rixon (BMAC Delegate), and Grant Manwaring (BMAC Delegate),
The President proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. Read and discuss minutes of last Committee Meeting.
The minutes of the last Committee Meeting were read by the Secretary, Ken McDonald. It was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Steve Grzeskowiak (CMAC Delegate), that the minutes be accepted. Carried.

2. President’s Report.

The President, Anthony Robinson, reported that he attended the “Old Timer” Rally Event held recently at the Yass Model Aero Club and that; all in all, it was a very successful weekend.

He also attended the recent MAAA Conference. Moved:  Brian Malaquin, (YMAC Delegate), Seconded:  Greg Lance that the President’s Report be accepted.  Carried.
3. Secretary’s Report.
The Secretary, Ken McDonald, reported that all correspondence received had been forwarded by Email to the Committee and Delegates. It was Moved:  Doug Williams (ACTAA Web Master and QMAC Delegate), Seconded:  Anthony Robinson that the Secretary’s Report be accepted.  Carried.

4. Treasurer’s Report.
The Treasurer, Greg Lance presented his report, whilst not in a formal format, but containing the following info:
The Association’s Cheque Account Balance is $2817.98

The Term Deposit Account stands at $8533.26

Deposits totalling $1654.00 being for Memberships for the coming year are included in the Cheque Account Balance.
ACTAA Delegates were reimbursed for expenses incurred at the recent MAAA Conference, meals $56.30.
Doug Williams (ACTAA Web Master and QMAC Delegate) was also reimbursed $59.00 for web hosting for 2 years and $118.00 for domain name registration for 1 year.

The Treasurer stated that ACTAA remains in a sound financial position and is able to meet its financial commitments when they fall due.

It was Moved:   Graham Parkins Seconded:  Ken McDonald that the Treasurer’s Report be accepted.  Carried.
5. Safety Officer’s Report.
Greg Lance had nothing to report.
6. CFI’s Report.
Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI and QMAC Delegate) had nothing to report and apologised for his non-attendance.
7. Consider setting the ACTAA fees for 2010/11.
The Treasurer, Greg Lance recommended that there should be no change to the Association’s Fees for the coming Financial Year.

This recommendation was approved unanimously by those present.

This item was Moved:  Greg Lance Seconded:  Ken McDonald. Carried. 
Similarly, as noted at the recent MAAA Conference there would be no increase in the MAAA Fees for the coming Financial Year.
8. Consider (after the MAAA Council Conference) charging all clubs an affiliation fee to comply with insurance requirements and setting the fee.
Discussions were held at the recent MAAA Conference regarding charging each club an Affiliation Fee payable to the ACTAA. This apparently is an Insurance requirement. At present no such affiliation exists between the various Clubs and the ACTAA, although the ACTAA is affiliated with the MAAA.

Following a lengthy discussion it was agreed that the ACTAA would invoice each Club in the Association in the sum of $10.00 being an Affiliation Fee and that the Invoices should be sent out no later than 1st May each year to ensure that all payments are received by 30th June.

The Treasurer, Greg Lance indicated that he would send out Invoices to all the Clubs over the coming week. This item was Moved: Greg Lance Seconded: Doug Williams (ACTAA Web Master and QMAC Delegate). Carried.
9. Consider reimbursing ACTAA Delegates for meals and taxi fares whilst attending the recent MAAA Council Conference.
This item was dealt with above during the Treasurers Report.
10. General discussion. For delegates to put forward any other issues your clubs want to raise.
There were no other items for discussion.
