MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Wednesday 17th February 2010
Held at the Canberra Services Club, was opened by the President, Anthony Robinson, at 7:30 PM.

The President proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. Read and discuss minutes of last Committee Meeting.

6. CFI’s Report.

7. Finalise arrangements for ACTAA Scale Rally at CMAC on 14/03/10.
The Secretary Ken McDonald passed around the quote he had obtained for trophies, complete with engraving, together with a picture. It was agreed that the trophies be obtained for the price quoted of $438.30.
It was then agreed that the three judges for the event would be Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI), Grant Manwaring (BMAC Delegate) and Lex Clark (BMAC).
