1. Read and discuss minutes of last Committee Meeting.

2. President’s Report.

5. Safety Officer’s Report.
Greg Lance reported that he had approved the helicopter field at Williamsdale, who will operate under NSFC, and forwarded the application to MAAA and CASA for approval. 7. Consider progress of ACTAA flight instruction curriculum by Sub-Committee.
Due to the current MAAA flight instruction procedures considered to be adequate, it was put to the meeting that the Sub-Committee be disbanded. Carried Unanimously.
8. Consider ACTAA’s ongoing support for Canberra Airport Open Day.
It was put to the meeting that ACTAA give unconditional support to the event. Carried Unanimously.
9. Consider ACTAA’s response to MAAA Safety Sub-Committee’s ongoing debate.
Due to the absence of the President, who is on the MAAA Safety Sub-Committee and was not present to update the ACTAA Members, this item was deferred to the next ACTAA meeting.

10. Consider ACTAA’s response to Canberra Air Traffic Control being unaware of any model aircraft activities in ACT region.
After lengthy discussion it was Moved: Anthony Robinson (NSFC Delegate), and Seconded: Ken McDonald:

a) That all club’s check that they hold CASA approval documentation and report back to the ACTAA Secretary ASAP.
b) That the ACTAA Secretary then contact the MAAA Secretary by telephone and enquire if MAAA has records of any missing ACTAA club’s CASA approvals.
c) After completing a) & b) above, it was also agreed that the ACTAA Secretary then contact Len Yates at CASA Bankstown, to ascertain what was required for all club’s to comply.
d) Once full compliance is achieved by all clubs, the ACTAA Secretary is to then ask CASA to advise Air Services ACT of the location and height restrictions of all ACTAA clubs.
