The President proceeded to the Agenda items.

1. The President welcomed the members of the new Executive and Office Bearers.
The President then proceeded to the Agenda Items.

2. Discuss ACTAA Response to MAAA re BMAC Frequency Issues.
Grant Manwaring (BMAC Delegate) addressed the meeting and detailed what had caused the issue to arise, gave a briefing on what had taken place at a meeting between ACTMCRC and BMAC, told the meeting of measures put in place by BMAC to avoid frequency clashes, and said he was confident that all issues could be resolved amicably between the Car Club and BMAC to the satisfaction of MAAA. As soon as a final agreement is made with the Car Club, BMAC will inform both ACTAA and MAAA of its scope and method of implementation.  It was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Fred Lambert that this be accepted, Carried.

3. Consider ACTAA Delegate for MAAA Heli Subcommittee.
Ken McDonald reported that he had received a nomination from Jeremy Muir (NSFC) for this position. This nomination was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Fred Lambert, Carried.

4. Consider ACTAA Delegate for MAAA Special Indoor Subcommittee. 
Ken McDonald reported that he had received a nomination from John Armarego (NSFC) for this position. This nomination was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Greg Lance, Carried.

5. Consider CMAC Application for Heavy Model Inspector.
Ken McDonald reported that he had received an application from Stirling Jones (CMAC), for approval as a Heavy Model Inspector. After some discussion regarding Sterling’s relevant experience, It was Moved: Greg Lance and Seconded: Ken McDonald, that the Application be accepted and forwarded to MAAA for ratification. Carried.

6. Discuss Canberra Airport Open Day Display.
Kent Jorgensen addressed the meeting and explained that he had had a meeting with Karen Byron, Marketing & Events Coordinator at Canberra Airport to discuss their proposal. It was then put to the meeting “do ACTAA support the proposal?” There was Unanimous Support.
It is now up to each Club to nominate participants to take part in either the Flying and/or Static Display.

Fred Lambert will be the Display Director and Kent Jorgensen will attend to Flight Line Safety.

This item was Moved: Kent Jorgensen and Seconded: Fred Lambert Carried. 

Kent Jorgensen has compiled a report and a suggested event criteria which is appended to these Minutes. 

7. Discuss Safety Issues and Incident and Investigation Reports.

John Armarego (NSFC Delegate) addressed the meeting and stated that he understood that an incident at NSFC which was reported to ACTAA and was not accepted by the ACTAA Secretary because it was not accompanied by an accident investigation report, led to this becoming an issue.

He told the meeting that the Club had formed a team to complete the accident investigation and conduct a safety audit. For various reasons this had not been completed, but John assured the meeting that it would be forthcoming.
Ken McDonald stated that in the past ACTAA has not been following MAAA procedure, by not submitting all accident and investigation reports directly to MAAA. He recommended that this practice should cease forthwith and in future all Incident Reports, which must be accompanied by an Accident Investigation, should be forwarded by the Clubs directly to the ACTAA Secretary for immediate referral to MAAA.

Canberra Airport Open Day 26 Oct 2008

	Background
	The Canberra Airport has sent a request to CMAC for an model aircraft display as part of the Airport’s Open Day to be held on 26 Oct 08.  CMAC has subsequently sent the request to the ACTAA in order for the ACTAA to take a more holistic approach and involve all of the aero modelling clubs in the Canberra region. 

	
	The ACTAA Committee has met with the Airport’s open day coordinator and has received a brief on the event.  The Open Day will involve a static display of several real (full size) aircraft as well as a range of general aviation stalls/displays and carnival type activities. The organisers are expecting up to 20,000 visitors to this year’s Open Day.  The Airport is keen for the ACTAA (representing the Canberra region aero modelling clubs) to provide both a static and flying display of model aircraft. 

	
	The Open Day will be held on the southern most car parks, adjacent to the Brindabella Office complex, and next to the southern end of the main runway.  An opening will be placed in the perimeter fence so that visitors can walk around the display aircraft which will be located on the taxiway which runs from the very southern end of the main runway along the western edge towards the main terminal.

	Concept
	The basic concept is for a flying display consisting of a range of model aircraft demonstrating the different facets of the hobby.  The Open Day is an opportunity for the best RC aircraft pilots in the ACT region to display their skills.

The static display would consist of showing different types of model aircraft, again demonstrating the different facets of the hobby.   The static display should be a show case of the very best model aircraft and their owners and builders.

	Flying Display
	The flying display will consist of five or six aircraft being flown one at a time during a 20 to 30 min period.  The flying display would then be repeated at 60 to 90 min intervals throughout the day, possibly with different aircraft and pilots.  The intention is to show different aspects of the hobby.  Ideally the aircraft would consist of the following types (as a suggestion):

· A large scale trainer (ie: Telemaster or Cadet Senior)

· A pattern aircraft  
· One of those expensive IMAC aircraft)

· A scale model  (or two)

· A helicopter

· A ducted fan or turbine powered jet

· An electric powered aircraft 

· A 3D or advanced aerobatic aircraft

The actual make up of the five or six aircraft for each flying period would depend on nominations to fly.  Should we receive a large number of nominations then we will endeavour to give all pilots an opportunity to fly at some stage throughout the day. 

	
	In accordance with MOP 19 pilots must be at gold wings standard, as determined by the Display Director.

	
	Flying will be conducted on the southern end of the main runway.  Spectators will be located on the taxiway approximately 80 meters west of the main runway.

	Static Display
	The Airport has offered the ACTAA the use of a marquee to house the static display.  The preliminary concept is to place a number of aircraft models on trestle tables with any photographs or information pertaining to the model.  Some models could be on their own stands or hung from the ceiling of the marque.  Ideally we would like some of the best scale models to be shown however good examples of models from all facets of the hobby would be appreciated.  This includes trainers, in-door aircraft, gliders and unusual/unique aircraft as well as scale and semi-scale aircraft.  Due to size constraints the number of models on display will need to be limited to approximately 10 to 15 depending on how each model is presented. Owners or builders would need to be present in order to safe guard their models as well as answer questions and explain the characteristics of their models to the public.

	
	A more detailed description of both displays will be provided once we can confirm the number of participants and their involvement.

	Arrangements
	The ACTAA has requested that club delegates liaise with their respective clubs to obtain nominations for skilled and competent radio control flyers to participate in the flying display.  In addition clubs are asked to nominate suitable members to participate in the static display.

	
	Fred Lambert has volunteered to be the Display Director.  Kent Jorgensen has been press ganged into being the Flight Line Director.  Fred is responsible for submitting a Display Application in accordance with MOP19, as well as a CASA submission for permission to fly within 3 miles of an operating airfield.  Clubs wishing to be involved in the running of the event should contact Kent Jorgensen as soon as possible.   Clubs or members requiring more details can contact Kent Jorgensen at kent.jorgensen@netspeed.com.au.  Any suggestions or requests to be involved will be gratefully appreciated.  This includes anyone connected to the hobby such as the hobby shops and wholesale suppliers.
