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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Wednesday 20th September 2006

Held at the Canberra Services Club, was opened by the President Ray Botten at 7:35 PM.

ATTENDANCE:

Apologies were received from: Dane Fatouros, James Wenn, Kent Jorgensen and Trevor Dalziell.

The President welcomed everyone and proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. President’s Report.

Ray Botten (ACTAA President) advised that he had attended BMAC last weekend and intends to visit QMAC in two weeks time. 

2. Secretary’s Report.

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) advised that all correspondence had been passed on to Delegates via email. 
The Secretary then asked that a list of proposed expenses Including: $81.60 for Instructors Books, $88.00 for a laser printer cartridge, $150.00 to GMSF for their Ted Swan Cup open glider event, $88.00 for a photocopier cartridge, $25.00 for 5 reams of A4 paper and $20.00 for postage stamps be approved for payment. These items were Moved: Fred Lambert (ACTAA Safety Officer) and Seconded: David Millar (CMAC Delegate).  Carried.

3. Treasurer’s Report


In the absence of Kent Jorgensen (ACTAA Treasurer), Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) 
presented the report emailed to him by the Treasurer and gave out copies for consideration 
by the Delegates. This item was Moved: Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) and 
Seconded: Ray Botten (ACTAA President).  Carried.

4. Safety Officer’s Report.

Fred Lambert (ACTAA Safety Officer) reported that he had received an Incident Report from NSFC (hand in prop). Although no action is likely, a copy was handed to the ACTAA Secretary to keep on file against possible action at a later date.

5. CFI’s Report

Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI) advised that a proposed flight instruction programme at YMAC last month had to be postponed due to illness of the participants. Another course will be conducted at NSFC in November. Also fresh supplies of wings and logbooks have been ordered from MAAA.

6. Consider MAAA Postal Vote No.2 for Control Line Hard Surface at Twin Cities.
After brief discussion this item was put to a vote and the majority were in favour of agreeing to support the motion.

7. Consider Nomination for Committee position of Public Relations Officer.

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) mentioned that he had received a nomination for this 
position from Simon Denby (QMAC Delegate). After some debate, it was decided that rather 
than elect any person to the Committee position of Public Relations Officer, that the 
Committee would appoint Simon Denby to the position of ACTAA Publicity Officer, 
which he agreed to accept. This item was Moved: Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) and 
Seconded: Anthony Robinson (NSFC Delegate).  Carried.

8. Consider GMSF application for $150 towards Ted Swan Cup glider event.

This item was approved under item 2. above.

Greg Lance (ACTAA Vice president) said he had reservations concerning small Clubs receiving a $150.00 subsidy to host events, when their total contribution to the ACTAA was less than the $150.00 subsidy. It was agreed that this matter be deferred until Kent Jorgensen (ACTAA Treasurer) was present, to get his advice. This matter will be an agenda item at the next ACTAA Committee Meeting.

9. Consider Nominations for MAAA Large Scale Racing Sub Committee

Only one nomination was received, Simon Trotter (YMAC Delegate) was Proposed: Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) and Seconded: David Millar (CMAC Delegate).  Carried.

10. Constitution Sub Committee Report

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) asked if the new ACTAA Committee wished to proceed 
with the Sub Committee’s revised constitution, or use the existing Constitution, only revised 
to correct Voting Procedures and the Registrar General’s requirements. The majority of the 
new ACTAA Committee voted in favour of continuing with the Sub Committee’s 
revisions.


The proposed Revised ACTAA Constitution was then gone through point by point with the 
assistance of Simon Denby who recorded the agreed revisions on his laptop computer and 
finally handed the completed document to the ACTAA Secretary, on a memory stick, for 
transfer to the ACTAA Secretary’s computer. This document will now be sent out to the 
Affiliated Clubs for discussion, prior to holding an Extraordinary General Meeting in early 
December to ratify the Revised ACTAA Constitution.

The ACTAA Constitution Sub Committee was then disbanded. This item was moved: Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) and Seconded: Greg Lance (ACTAA Vice President).  Carried.

11. General Discussion for Delegates to put forward any other issues your Clubs want to raise

Greg Lance (ACTAA Vice President) gave out copies of the MAAA Guidelines for the 
Organisation of a Nationals Championship, which he suggested should be an agenda item for 
the next ACTAA Committee Meeting.
