MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Wednesday 21st February 2007

Held at the Canberra Services Club, was opened by the President Ray Botten at 7:36 PM.

ATTENDANCE:

Present were: Ray Botten (President) Greg Lance (Vice President), Ken McDonald (Secretary), Kent Jorgensen (Treasurer), Fred Lambert (Safety Officer, CFI and QMAC Delegate), Graham Parkins (BMAC Delegate), Anthony Robinson (NSFC Delegate), Mike Masters (BMAC Delegate), Doug Williams (Web Master and QMAC Observer), John Frost (QMAC Delegate), Geoff Kempster (NSL Observer), Dale Williams (QMAC Observer), Simon Trotter (Education Officer and YMAC Delegate), Bob Brown (QMAC Observer).

Apologies were received from: Dane Fatouros (Immediate Past President), Simon Denby (Publicity Officer).

The President proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. Read and discuss Minutes of the last Committee Meeting.

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary) read the minutes and this item was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Anthony Robinson (NFSC Delegate) Carried.

2. President’s Report.

Ray Botten (ACTAA President) had nothing to report.

3. Secretary’s Report.

Ken McDonald reported that all correspondence had been forwarded by email to all Clubs, the ACTAA Committee and Club Delegates.
Ken McDonald then asked that expense items of $150.00 for the QMAC Pylon Day, $150 for the NSFC Military Day and $65.00 for the renewal of the ACTAA Post Office Box be approved. This item was Moved: Kent Jorgensen and Seconded: John Frost (QMAC Delegate) Carried.

Action: ACTAA Secretary

4. Treasurers Report

Kent Jorgensen (ACTAA Treasurer) reported that in his opinion the ACTAA was in a sound financial position with sufficient funds available to cover expected expenses during the remainder of the financial year.

The Treasurer then proceeded to explain the benefits of moving the ACTAA bank account away from CBA to St George Bank due to lower fees and charges. This item was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Fred Lambert (QMAC Delegate) Carried.

The Treasurer was also asked to investigate setting aside approx. $4000.00 of Association Funds in an at call term deposit account with St George Bank at substantially better interest rates, and report back at our next meeting.

Action: ACTAA Treasurer

5. Safety Officer’s Report.

Fred Lambert (ACTAA Safety Officer) reported that there had been no incidents since our last meeting. 

6. CFI’s Report

Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI) had nothing to report.

7. Consider Submission to MAAA for ACTAA Holding 2008 MAAA Council Conference.
Quotes had been received from two venues by Ray Botten and Anthony Robinson. Both were handed to Kent Jorgensen for evaluation. It was then Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Anthony Robinson (NSFC Delegate) that owing to time constraints, the Secretary and Treasurer liase on this issue and forward the selected venue details to MAAA as soon as possible, Carried.

Action: ACTAA Secretary and ACTAA Treasurer.
8. Consider MAAA Policy for Flying Models Near Full Size Aerodromes MOP061

After some discussion, it was agreed that the ACTAA response to this item would be to forward the following response: “It is the opinion of the ACTAA that there would not be sufficient expertise within each State Association to adequately investigate and approve model aircraft flying in close proximity to full sized airfields. Further, the current system under CASA 101 is adequate and therefore, on the information to hand, ACTAA does not support MOP061.”

Action: ACTAA Secretary.

9. Consider ACTAA Hosting Nationals in conjunction with MAS NSW

After some discussion it was agreed that all ACTAA clubs should confer with their members and report back to the ACTAA via their Delegates as to their commitment to hold nationals events at their club. It was also proposed that the President and Secretary confer with MAS NSW at the upcoming MAAA Council Conference regarding MAS commitment to the nationals. This item was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Simon Trotter (YMAC Delegate). Carried.

Action: All Delegates, ACTAA President and ACTAA Secretary.

10. Consider MAAA rule regarding concessional fees for half yearly membership
After some discussion two motions were put forward. Motion 1: The ACTAA submit an agenda item for the MAAA Council Conference to review this policy. Motion 2: Take no action on this Item. After voting on the motions the majority favoured Motion 1.

Action:  ACTAA Secretary.

11. Consider application from proposed new club to join ACTAA.

Geoff Kempster (NSL Observer) stated that a number of MAAA registered flyers both from within and outside the ACTAA wished to establish a new club, provisionally called the  “Lake George Soaring League” and would like to associate with ACTAA. He advised that the proposed club already has a draft constitution and manual of procedures.

The existing lessee of the land, which they currently use on Lake George, has recently locked the access gate preventing all access, due to stock losses and damage to the land by a 4WD hoon element in recent times. However after an approach from the proposed club members, the lessee has agreed that if a club is formed under MAAA guidelines, she is prepared to allow access for flying.

Currently, they propose to limit club membership to 20 members and fly mainly Gliders and Helicopters.

Since the site is located in NSW, ACTAA needs to contact MAS NSW and advise them of the situation and enlist their approval.

It was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Simon Trotter (YMAC Delegate) that all Delegates report back to their respective club’s and be prepared to vote on this issue at the next ACTAA Meeting. Agreement from MAS NSW and a two-thirds majority vote within ACTAA will be required to allow admission.

Action:  ACTAA Secretary  (to contact MAS NSW) and all ACTAA Delegates.
