7. Consider ACTAA support for Scale events at all Clubs, culminating in an ACTAA State Championship.
The President Anthony Robinson addressed the meeting and proposed a format for the event and it was agreed by general consensus that a Rally format would be the most appropriate with no entry fees. The judging format suggested by the President was also broadly accepted. ACTAA will provide trophies for the event and select a committee to run the event.
It was then decided that Delegates should talk to their clubs and advise the ACTAA Secretary by 8th November of their clubs willingness to participate.
