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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

The President proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. Read and discuss minutes of last Committee Meeting.
The minutes of the last Committee Meeting were read by the Secretary, Ken McDonald. It was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Max Rixon (BMAC Delegate), that the minutes be accepted, Carried.

2. President’s Report.
The President,  Fred Lambert, had nothing to report.
3. Secretary’s Report.

The secretary, Ken McDonald, reported that all correspondence received had been forwarded by email to the Committee and Delegates. It was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Bob Brown LGSL Delegate), that the Secretary’s report be accepted, Carried.

4. Treasurer’s Report.

5. Safety Officer’s Report.
Greg Lance reported that he had no issues for discussion.
6. CFI’s Report.
Fred Lambert asked the Secretary to obtain 6 sets of both helicopter and glider bronze and gold wings from MAAA.

7. Consider ACTAA subsidies for NSFC Military Day and QMAC Pylon Day.
This item was  Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Doug Williams Carried Unanimously.
8. Consider ACTAA grant for Williamsdale Helicopter Fun Fly.
John Armarego (NSFC Delegate) addressed the meeting and said that this event because of the attendance of Curtis Youngblood, had grown out of all proportion to what was originally proposed. At the time of the meeting about 73 acceptances had been received and the event was fully funded. The Secretary, Ken McDonald stated that under the ACTAA Constitution each club could only be awarded $150 for a nominated event. It was put to the meeting that due to the magnitude of the event that the ACTAA give unconditional support to the event and a one off subsidy of $150 be made for it to NSFC. Carried by a majority show of hands.
9. Consider destruction of all old ACTAA records not held on computer.
The Secretary, Ken McDonald said that these records had not been looked at during his 4 year term of office. It was Moved: Greg Lance and Seconded: Fred Lambert that the records be destroyed. Carried.

10. Consider ACTAA’s response to MAAA safety sub-committee’s ongoing debate.
The president, Fred Lambert who is a member of the sub-committee said that he had not received any further correspondence on the matter. It was Moved: Fred Lambert and Seconded: Kent Jorgensen, that ACTAA continues to oppose the proposed guidelines. Carried.
11. Update on ACTAA’s response to Canberra Airport Air Traffic Control being unaware of any model aircraft activities in ACT region.
The Secretary, Ken McDonald advised that CASA had received the applications from all outstanding ACT clubs and will notify Air Services once the applications have been processed. This item was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Graham Parkins (BMAC Delegate). Carried.
12. Consider ACTAA support for Scale events at all Clubs, culminating in an ACTAA State Championship.
The Treasurer, Kent Jorgensen will seek support from interested clubs, draw up a set of rules and advise the next meeting on progress. This item was Moved: Kent Jorgensen and Seconded: Blair Perry. Carried. 
13. Consider any other items required for discussion.

a) The Secretary, Ken McDonald said he had received a postal vote from MAAA re a request from the APA for funding to bring out the current World Champion from USA to compete against Australians prior to the next World Championship. It was put to the meeting that the ACTAA give unconditional support to the postal vote and approve up to the maximum amount claimed. Carried by a majority show of hands.

b) The Treasurer, Kent Jorgensen advised that the ACTAA has been invited to run the transmitter pound at the next Dick Smith Fly In at Bowylie on the 4th and 5th of April 2009. Those selected to do this were Kent Jorgensen, Fred Lambert, Ken McDonald, Bob Brown and Mick Banham. This item was Moved: Fred Lambert and Seconded: Kent Jorgensen. Carried.

c) John Armarego (NSFC Delegate) advised that an Accident Investigation had been carried out into an incident that occurred at NSFC in 2008 and that this would now be forwarded on to MAAA by NSFC. This item was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Graham Parkins (BMAC Delegate). Carried.

d) The Education Officer, Blair Perry advised that he has had some talks with various people at some schools re increasing the awareness of aero modelling in the ACT. He has been advised to contact the Dept. Education. It was agreed that Blair Perry be authorised to contact ACT Dept. Education to commence dialogue and report back to the Committee by email.
