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MINUTES COMMITTEE MEETING

Thursday 29th June 2006

Held at the Italo Australia Club, was opened by the Vice President Greg Lance at 7:40 PM.

The Vice President welcomed everyone and proceeded to the Agenda items.
1. Read and discuss Minutes of the last Committee Meeting.

Following a brief discussion, this item was Moved: Ken McDonald, Seconded: James Wenn (QMAC Delegate) Carried.

Matters arising from the previous minutes:

The Vice President mentioned that he believed the minutes misrepresented the Constitution Sub committee’s brief at the last meeting, which should have said “It was also agreed that a Sub Committee be formed to completely revise and up-date the ACTAA Constitution and By-Laws.”

2. President’s Report.

The President was not in attendance. 

3. Secretary/Treasurer’s Report.

Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary/Treasurer) presented detailed accounts of Income and Expenses to date. It was mentioned by Peter van de Waterbeemd (CMAC Delegate) that the accounts needed to be updated to provide a better picture of the Association’s finances and offered his assistance to the Secretary/Treasurer to upgrade the accounts. 
Ken McDonald (ACTAA Secretary/Treasurer) then asked that a list of proposed expenses Including: $47.00 to Doug Williams (BMAC Delegate) for the web domain (.com.au) for 2 years, $125.00 to MAAA for Fred Lambert’s extra night’s accommodation at the MAAA Council Conference and $150.00 to YMAC for their Silvertone Frequency Keyboard event (in lieu of a loan) be approved for payment and these items were Moved: Peter van de Waterbeemd (CMAC Delegate) and Seconded: James Wenn (QMAC Delegate).  Carried.

4. Safety Officer’s Report.

Fred Lambert (ACTAA Safety Officer) reported that there were no safety issues to report.

5. CFI’s Report

Fred Lambert (ACTAA CFI) said the instructor’s course held at Goulburn was well received and had 6 participants of whom 5 gained instructor’s ratings. 

6. ACTAA Constitution Sub Committee Report

The Sub Committee’s proposed amendments to the constitution were tabled and after much lengthy discussion and further amendments, the committee agreed that the Sub Committee now submit a final draft to the Secretary/Treasurer for distribution and consideration by the Clubs. The Clubs to report back to the Secretary/Treasurer with any suggested changes by the end of July.

This item was Moved: Ken McDonald and Seconded: Fred Lambert. Carried.

7. Consider Quotations for ACTAA Audit.
The Secretary/Treasurer had contacted various accounting firms by telephone and advised the Committee that Michael Gallagher of Capital Accounting & Taxation Services Pty Ltd, 61 Woolongong Street, Fyshwick, ACT, after reviewing the ACTAA books, had agreed to conduct the audit for $275.00. This was by far the most reasonable offer received. Michael is also a Registered Auditor. 

It was Moved: Peter van de Waterbeemd (CMAC Delegate) and Seconded: James Wenn (QMAC Delegate) that Michael Gallagher of Capital Accounting & Taxation Services Pty Ltd be retained as the ACTAA auditor. Carried.

8. MAAA Council Conference Report

Fred Lambert and Ken McDonald gave a brief outline of some of the agenda items discussed. In particular, The ACTAA is to prepare a submission to the MAAA to host the 2008 Council Conference and the ACTAA in conjunction with MAS NSW is to investigate the feasibility of hosting the 2009 MAAA Nationals, with as many events as possible being held by ACTAA Clubs.

Ken McDonald (when he receives them) will burn copies of the minutes CD and distribute them to the Clubs.
