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Meeting at Canberra Irish Club, Weston was opened by the President Dave Roberts at 8.30 PM.

1. Attendance

2. Minutes of Previous Meeting

Minutes of the previous Annual General Meeting, held on 10 August 2001, were distributed and reviewed.

Acceptance of minutes moved Parkins, seconded Armarego.   Carried
3. President’s Report

Retiring President presented the following statement:

“I would like to whole-heartedly thank David and John for their support and understanding throughout the past year.  Without their help the job would have been much harder. We have tried under difficult conditions at times to do the best we could.  For all those that don’t believe me, now it’s your turn to try it 

“The Council Conference was its usual busy and uninspiring trip to Melbourne, made worse by what has transpired since our return.  The next few months are going to be very busy for the incoming committee, to whom I wish every success. I will now be able to return to building and flying instead of reading e-mails and having teleconferences, as seems to have been the norm for the last six months.  I did feel that we were actually starting to progress and sign some things off that had been hanging around since I went to my first conference.  Things can never happen very quickly when you have such an array of views expressed at the conference, especially when some delegates seem to use the forum as a holiday and pursue there own agenda.

“The Association has now a Domain Name and a Web Site in its own right thanks to Mr David Haycraft who has agreed to update and maintain it on our behalf. Thanks again David.

“We have had a new Club join the Association this year. Welcome to Yass Model Aircraft Club. They have already held a very successful round of the Glider Competition for which we thank them and also the other clubs that gave up their fields to host a round of this competition. The Winners for 2002 were, in Open Class, Mr Scott Lennon (QMAC) and, in Two Channel Class, Mr Mathew Greenfield (CEFA). Congratulation to them both and to the runners-up. I have their trophies and certificates to present if they are present.

“Our CFI Mr Murray Scott held a successful Gold Wings Instructors course. Congratulations to the new instructors.

“I believe that the ACT membership figures have increased in the past year, although there seems to have been a large increase in the pensioner numbers which is strange now that the MAAA doesn’t recognize the group.  Hopefully this membership growth is a good sign for the future of the ACTAA and aeromodelling in general.

“This is going to be the first time for a long while that we have had to vote for the Presidential Position.  It is not that long ago that we were talking about maybe having to amalgamate with NSW in order to survive.  I don’t know if it’s the dawning of a new generation or my executive doing something right.  Whatever the reason, let’s keep it going for the good of the hobby. 

“I would like to stay involved with the Education program with the help of Mr J Armarego.  We have several Schools and Scout Groups that would like to take part in the MAAA Delta Dart program and we are always looking for helpers or other groups who may want to participate.

The report was received with applause.

4. Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer reported that the ACTAA Accounts for 2000-2001 had been audited by John McLean and approved.  A copy is appended.

Treasurer also reported that he had been advised by McLean that, under the present ACT Associations Incorporated Act, ACTAA did not require the services of a qualified Auditor to review the Annual Financial Statement before its compulsory filing with the ACT Registrar of Associations.  Because our annual turn-around was less than $150,000, any person not involved in the preparation of the accounts could review and certify them before filing. 

Acceptance of report moved Haycraft, seconded Parkins    Carried.

5. Election of Office-Bearers
As required by the Constitution, all positions were declared vacant. 

Two written nominations were received for President, namely Peter Waterbeemd and Ian Bardsley.  Accordingly, a secret ballot was held to elect the President from these two candidates, with Graham Parkins acting as returning officer.  Peter received a majority of votes and was declared elected as President for 2002-03.

One written nomination was received for Vice-President, from Ian Bardsley, but none for the position of Secretary/Treasurer.  After discussion around the table about how to best fill all positions, Ian agreed to withdraw his candidacy for Vice-President and, instead, make himself available to fill the Secretary/Treasurer role if he were to be nominated from the floor.  

Murray Scott was then nominated from the floor for the position of Vice President.  Murray accepted the nomination and, in the absence of other nominations, was declared elected to this position.

As agreed, Ian Bardsley was then nominated for the position of Secretary/Treasurer, and was elected unopposed.

There was one written nomination for Safety Officer, namely Fred Lambert, so he was elected to this position.

Finally, Dave Robert automatically assumes the office of Immediate Past President.

6. General Business

6.1 Change to Constitution

Rule 10(d) states

“A person's tenure in the Office of President shall be limited to not more than three (3) consecutive one (1) year terms and that person shall be ineligible for re-election to the Office of President until at least two (2) clear years have elapsed since the Office of President was last held.

As was agreed at the May 2002 Committee Meeting, the following motion was put to the AGM for formal acceptance:

Add Clause 10 (e) 

“Notwithstanding 10(d) a person may choose to continue in the Office of President if no nominations are received at the subsequent election.”

The motion was carried unanimously.

There being no other business on notice, the meeting was closed at 09:20 PM by the new President.
